Academic Results
Norwich School has a strong record in public examinations and a high success rate in terms of entrance to the best universities. In the summer of 2011, 26.2% A levels were at A* grade, 62.3% at A* or A grade and 86.4% at grade A* to B. Most pupils go on to the leading universities, including approximately 16 per year to Oxbridge.

Expectations of the Teaching Staff
There is an able and energetic team of teachers at Norwich School. All members of the teaching staff are expected to: deliver excellent academic teaching in the classroom; show commitment in their work as tutors in the pastoral system; play a full part in the extra-curricular and games programme; and attend School assemblies and services in the Cathedral.

Career Development
Norwich School provides statutory induction for NQTs and participates in the GTP.
Being ever mindful of the need for good teachers to maintain enthusiasm for their subjects and to retain their love of scholarship, the School seeks to encourage this through an imaginative scheme of reading weeks and mini-sabbaticals. These initiatives are available to all members of the Common Room, regardless of age or experience.

Norwich: A Fine City
Norwich is a lively and exciting city. Applicants unfamiliar with the region may not be aware of the wonderful cultural and social opportunities here, the delightful Norfolk countryside that surrounds the city, or the fact that London is only 1 hour and 50 minutes away by rail. The Mathematics Department
Currently ten members of staff teach mathematics at Norwich School. While some contribute to teaching in other departments, all have mathematics as their first subject and all would expect to teach pupils across the range of age and ability. The Head of Mathematics is Richard Peters. 

11 – 16 Curriculum
The syllabus roughly follows the National Curriculum although we teach above and beyond it. For years 7 – 9 we use the MEP scheme of work as a basis of our teaching. The pure mathematical aspects of the course such as algebra, number and geometry are given particular emphasis in the belief that these disciplines provide stimulation and a good academic foundation for bright pupils. Pupils in Year 7 are taught mathematics in four form groups, with sets introduced from Year 8. The top set in Year 10 is entered for IGCSE a year early. These accelerated pupils study for Additional Maths (OCR) in Year 11. The School currently enters all candidates for the Edexcel International GCSE.

Sixth Form
Pupils study towards OCR A Levels. There are three courses offered by the department. Firstly, the department prepares pupils for AS and then A2 in Mathematics. An accelerated group study nine modules and gain an A2 in Mathematics and an AS in Further Mathematics. Further Mathematicians study for twelve modules gaining two A2s in Mathematics and Further Mathematics. Girls and boys from Norwich School regularly find places on university courses in mathematical subjects. The Department prepares pupils for Oxford and Cambridge entrance and teaches STEP material and techniques. 

Other Mathematics
Various mathematical interest groups meet outside lesson times, including a lunchtime clinic; the School has been a regular participant in the Mathematics Challenge competition with recent success at national level. Additionally, the school has successfully entered teams for the Maths Team Challenge. The department is currently extending its provision for gifted and talented pupils. 

Resources
Most mathematics teaching takes place in the Bishop’s Palace with a suite of dedicated mathematics classrooms. There is also an office which welcomes all members of the department. These rooms, in a listed building, are light and attractive, with a unique character. The School Library carries a good stock of books to interest pupils at all levels and the Department has its own collection of textbooks and other resources for staff to use. The School has good IT provision.

Results
[bookmark: _GoBack]The mathematics results in public examinations are excellent. In total, 69% of A level candidates achieved an A* or A grade last year and 73% achieved an A* or A at Further Maths. In IGCSE, 80.0% achieved an A* or an A grade.
