Academic Results
Norwich School has a strong record in public examinations and a high success rate in terms of entrance to the best universities. In the summer of 2011, 26.2% A levels were at A* grade, 62.3% at A* or A grade and 86.4% at grade A* to B. Most pupils go on to the leading universities, including approximately 16 per year to Oxbridge.

Expectations of the Teaching Staff
There is an able and energetic team of teachers at Norwich School. All members of the teaching staff are expected to: deliver excellent academic teaching in the classroom; show commitment in their work as tutors in the pastoral system; play a full part in the extra-curricular and games programme; and attend School assemblies and services in the Cathedral.

Career Development
Norwich School provides statutory induction for NQTs and participates in the GTP.
Being ever mindful of the need for good teachers to maintain enthusiasm for their subjects and to retain their love of scholarship, the School seeks to encourage this through an imaginative scheme of reading weeks and mini-sabbaticals. These initiatives are available to all members of the Common Room, regardless of age or experience.

 TEACHER OF SPANISH AND FRENCH

A well-qualified and enthusiastic graduate with excellent linguistic skills is required to teach Spanish (25 periods) and if able, French (4 periods) at Norwich School from September 2012. Languages at the school are taught by a team of ten experienced teachers, who are specialists in one or more of the languages offered. The departments are also supported by mother-tongue language assistants.

Languages in the curriculum:
All pupils study French from year 7. They begin German or Spanish in year 8, continuing with two languages until the end of year 9. At this stage, in consultation with their teachers, they may choose to take one or two languages to IGCSE. It is compulsory to take at least one language; we also have two sets of “dual linguists” who study both French and German or French and Spanish to IGCSE within the normal languages provision (4 periods per week). All three languages are offered at AS and A2 level. To give an idea of numbers, some 25 students usually study French to AS level and 15-20 continue through to A2. The Spanish and German departments have about 10 students taking AS and 10 taking A2. Results at all levels are excellent.
In the Sixth Form General Studies programme, it is possible to take an ab initio course in IGCSE Spanish or GCSE Russian.
French and Spanish are taught in a large building at the centre of the school. There are 6 main teaching rooms, a smaller room used by the assistants and a department office. All rooms have a projector, and audio equipment and all bar one have interactive whiteboards. Each teacher receives a school laptop. The nearby computer room is equipped with 24 computers, giving pupils language laboratory facilities.

Course books:
The main course books for Spanish are: ¡Listos!1 (year 8), Mira 2 Express (year 9), Edexcel GCSE Spanish (years 10 and 11) and AQA AS and A2 Spanish for 6th Formers. Course books for French are Encore Tricolore Total and Expo 3 to IGCSE and AQA Atouts to AS and A2. 

Public examinations:
Year 11 candidates take the Cambridge CIE IGCSE examination in their chosen language(s). Those sitting AS and A2 examinations take the AQA specifications.
 
Exchanges and study visits:
There is a well-established pattern of exchanges and visits with French schools. The Spanish Department has taken year 13 pupils to Barcelona or Salamanca in December and there is an annual exchange with a school in Oviedo for year 10 pupils. French Department trips are as follows: year 7 pupils visit Normandy; pupils in years 9 and 10 have the opportunity to take part in an exchange with a school in Paris; and year 12 pupils take part in an exchange with Perpignan. In addition, in June every year we put on a European Languages Evening, where pupils perform songs and sketches in different languages. The appointed person would be expected to help staff some of these trips, with a view to running either the Spanish exchange or a Spanish trip for 6th Form pupils in future years, as well as supporting other departmental events.
