Senior School Speech Day : Saturday 20th June in Norwich Cathedral
This very special occasion will follow Open Morning and will take place in the Cathedral, starting at 2pm.  Due to limitations on space, admission will be by ticket only.

U6 leavers are expected to attend.  Leavers and their parents will be allocated seats together and an invitation will be sent by post shortly.

Prizewinners are obviously expected to attend and will sit together. After half-term any remaining tickets will be on general release, please check with my PA for availability.  Closing date for application for these tickets will be 8th June.

Some other pupils who will not be receiving prizes but who have made major contribution to life at Norwich School by their academic or other involvement will also be specially invited. All other pupils will be allowed to go home immediately after the Open Morning.

Prizegiving finishes about 4pm and leavers and their parents are invited to join me, the Governors and staff for tea in the Refectory marquee.


Open Morning
All pupils are required to attend the Open Morning from 10.00 am to 12 noon.  Parents will be welcome to visit the departments and see the work on display.  Refreshments will be available and for those wishing to stay for lunch a barbecue style lunch will be offered at a reasonable charge.

Pupils not involved in Speech Day will be allowed to go home immediate Open Morning finishes at 12 noon.


Being Prepared for Flu Closures
